He is the Chapter Educator from Chapter Z, in Colum
bia. I like what he has to say and thought you guwould
like to read his article from their news letter.

Important points to help you better understandctidlenges of Motorcycle Riding.

Motorist do not look for motorcycles. Motorists daeniliar with looking for other cars, not
motorcycles. Motorcycles are smaller then carsteunks; therefore, they are harder to see. It is
also difficult to judge a motorcycles' speed arstatice accurately.

Motorcycles maneuver differently: A motorcycle opas 4 feet of a 12 foot lane in traffic. The
motorcycle moves within the land, adjusting to ajiag driving conditions-the road, the
weather or other vehicles. Remember, motorcyclesassnuch of the lane as cars do, just not
at one time.

By wearing bright colors you can help yourself bersby motorists. Use the retro-reflective
material on helmets, clothing, and even n your muytde can help increase your visibility.
Headlights: use them also during the daylight holdide with your headlights on high beam.
You may consider using a headlight modulator.

Turn Signals: Remember to communicate with othad nasers by signaling your intentions.
Use hand signals along with electric signals whenewssible. Remember to cancel your sig-
nals. A false signal can be as dangerous as nalk at

Brake lights: A flashing light is more visible tharsteady one. Flash your break light before
and during stops to make yourself more visible. Siaer using a break light deceleration warn-
ing device. These devices are relatively inexpenaid easy to install. They automatically acti-
vate upon break application and are effective émtglg others of deceleration or pending stop.
Horn: Don’t be timid to use your horn to gain atten but don’t rely on it. Many motorcycle
horns cannot be heard over traffic noise or caeetsystems.

Lane Position: Rider traffic strategy strongly atievisibility. Position yourself within a lane to
avoid windblast form other vehicles. Avoid roadwezards and to create a space cushion be-
tween you and other traffic. Don’t hide among othehicles. Position yourself so drivers ahead
can see you in their mirrors.
